Opening Flag Ceremony

The color guard will stand at the back of the room. The caller stands at the front of the room. The Cubmaster or other leader shows the Cub Scout sign to get everyone's attention.

“Color guard, attention. Will the audience please rise?” 
Pause to give the audience time to stand up.

“Color guard, advance.  Scout salute.”  
Color guard walks to the front of the room and stands near the flag stands. Remember, the color guard members don't salute. The pack flag is lowered a bit so that the U.S. flag is taller.  The U.S. flag crosses in front of the scout flag.  Those in uniform do a hand salute. Every person else positions their hand on their heart.

“Color guard, post the colors.” 
Color guards place the flags in the stands and salute the American flag.

“Please join me in the Pledge of Allegiance.  I pledge allegiance…” 

“Scout Oath…” 

“Scout Law…” 

“Two.” 
Everyone drops their salute.

“Color guard, dismissed.  The audience may be seated.” 
Color guard walks to the back of the room.



Closing Flag Ceremony

Just like the opening flag ceremony, your caller should be at the front of the room, and the color guard should be at the back of the room.

“Color guard, attention. Will the audience please rise?” 
Pause to give the audience time to stand up.

“Color guard, advance. Scout salute.”  
Color guard walks to the front of the room.

“Color guard, retire the colors.” 
Color guard removes the flags and walks toward the back of the room.  Both flags go straight to the back of the room and out.

“Two.”
